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The role of the professional in report writing is to distil the essence of the matter and

provide a concise and accessible summaryfof all the information gathered, without
omitting critical information. The look, tone and readability communicate as much as

the facts presented.

For neuropsychologists, especially those wishing to work in the medico-legal context,
your credibility is directly connected to your reports. Your written communication and
ability to integrate assessment information, neuropsychological knowledge, research

literature, opinions and recommen[antions play an important part in displaying your pro-

fessionalism.

This workshop aims to better equip psychologists with the necessary skills for profes-
sional report writing. As SACNA has recognised a need in this area, special focus will
be given to neuropsychological report writing. Practical examples of reports will also be

shared and workshopped.

Adele van der Merwe is a counselling psychologist in private practice
based in the Eastern Cape. She has offices in Port Elizabeth and
Grahamstown and enjoys a diverse practice that includes psychotherapy,
assessments, peer supervision and training of psychologists at Rhodes

University.
